
Dropmore Infant School

All children at Dropmore Infant School will be assigned to one of 4 Houses: Badgers (Red), Foxes 
(Blue), Squirrels (Green) or Hedgehogs (Yellow) when joining the school. We use sewn on badges to 
identify which house a child belongs to. The PTA will donate 2 badges to every child and additional 
badges can be bought from the school office for £1 per badge. Parents are expected to sew the badges 
onto the child’s cardigans and jumpers, on the opposite side of the school logo.  The PE polo shirt must 
be bought in the correct house colour (Badgers Red, Foxes Blue, Squirrels Green, Hedgehogs Yellow)

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Your child’s PE kit should be placed in a named drawstring bag in which to keep the kit at school. PE 
kit will be sent home every half term to be washed and checked. Children are expected to bring their 
PE kit in on the first day back to school. At the start of every half term we check the children’s PE kit 
to ensure no items are missing and all items are named. House points will be awarded for complete 
and named kits! 
 

 Children must not wear jewellery, including earrings, for PE.  Long hair must be tied up. 
 
Mile-a-Day trainers - These trainers need to be suitable for running and the child needs to be able to 
put them on and off quickly and independently (no laces!). 
 
All uniform and PE kit, including socks and shoes must be marked with the name of your child. 
 
It is policy that children do not come into school wearing make-up, nail polish, hair gel or tattoos.   
The Head Teacher has the final decision relating to the school dress standards and appearance code.
