The children will continue to read regularly in school, both
LndLdeuaL[g and as part of a group. They w-ill also start to
visit our wonderful library this term to choose [rom a wide range
of books to take home. Please ensure that your child’'s reading
books and reading record are brought into school each day and
continue to inttial the reading record, so that we know when the
children have read at home. It is very important that the children
read at home reguLar[g, as this will lead to huge improvements

in their letter and word recognLtLon, comprehenston and con{ﬁtdence.

V\/ednesdag.

e fFriday optional homework: We will once again be sending

home practice sheets on a FrLdag, these will be a mixture
of phonics, writing or maths. The sheets will support
learning in class and you do not need to send them hack
in to us. You can however upload any work to Tapestry
and we will g[adLg glve your child a housepotnt }or w-ork
completed!

e Phonics Packs: We hope your child has en(}oged shovv'tng

you their learning at home with the phonics packs. Please
continue to pract'tce these reguLar[g, at least three times a

week.
